TRIVIA FEATURE OF THE MONTH 

US AIR FORCE DROPS NUCLEAR BOMB IN 

MARS BLUFF SOUTH CAROLINA 

  

March 11, 1958 

  

Around 3 p.m., a B-47 loaded with nuclear weapons 

was en route to Europe from Hunter Air Force Base 

in Savannah, Georgia.  A small red warning light in 

the cockpit came on indicating a bomb wasn't 

properly secured in the bay.  The co-pilot went back 

to the bomb bay and discovered that the egg-shaped 

bomb wasn't locked into place.  He pushed a button 
he thought would engage the bomb lock.  He pushed 

the wrong button, the bay doors opened and the 

prized 6-kiloton nuclear package fell to earth.   

 

It was an accident of course and the bomb's nuclear 

rod wasn't inserted, but it still contained enough 

TNT to do quite a bit of conventional damage.  It 

landed in Walter Gregg's yard in Mars Bluff, South 

Carolina where Mr. Gregg and his family were 

going about their daily activities.  A tremendous 

blast shook the land as what was once a garden spot 
became a 75 foot wide crater, 30 feet deep.  Luckily, 

no one was killed and except for Mr. Gregg's cousin 

who had to have surgery to repair some internal 

bleeding, everyone escaped with only cuts and 

bruises to show for their ordeal.
