| was born in Murfreesboro, Hertford County, North
Carolina on September 12, 1818. By age 21, | had
invented the screw propeller for steamboats only to
discover it had recently been patented. | worked as a
fisherman, court clerk, teacher and storekeeper. While
running my store, | invented a "wheat drill" planting
device.

| graduated from Ohio Medical College in 1850 but
preferred inventing over medicine. After observing the
majority of dead from the Civil War died of illness rather
than gunshots, "it occurred to me that if | could invent a
machine which would enable one man to do as much
battle duty as a hundred, that it would, to a large extent
supersede the necessity of large armies, and exposure to
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invention which bears my name is still in use today as a
modified version and is mounted on modern fighter
planes.

| patented inventions to improve toilets, bicycles,
stem-cleaning of raw wool, pneumatic power, and many
other fields. | hold over 45 patents and was the first
president of the American Association of Inventors.
