In 1998, I teamed up with Bobby Bare, Waylon 
Jennings, and Jerry Reed to form The Old Dogs and 
we recorded a double album.  On June 9, 2007 I 
was inducted into the Grand Ole Opry and on 
August 7 that year, it was announced I was one of 
the newest to be inducted into the Country Music 
Hall of Fame. 

  
 I took a little longer than most Brothers when I 
gave my 3rd Degree proficiency, but everyone was 
patient, and I was raised a Master Mason on 
December 14, 1992. I am also a 33*, Grand Cross 
Scottish Rite Mason.
