My first name is Christopher but you probably have 
never heard me called that.  Born in Kentucky in 
1809, I was a famous American frontiersman and 
Master Mason.  At an early age, I became a 
trapper.   
 
I first gained notoriety as a guide for John C. 
Fremont during his expeditions west by South pass 
to the Columbia River along the Oregon Trail.  
Congressional reports on his expeditions made us 
both nationally famous.  I also played a minor role 
in the Mexican-American war.  During the 
American Civil war, I helped organize the New 
Mexico Volunteer Infantry and fought against 
Navajo Indians by order of the US Army.  I was best 
known as the fighting trapper.   
 
At least 25 different ten-cent novels were written 
about me.  Four silent and three talking movies 
were made about me beginning in 1903 and 
running until 1928 and CBS aired 103 half-hour 
television episodes with my character as the star 
from 1951 to 1955.
